PROBLEM TO SOLVE 
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The cost of living on campus and obtaining a degree is too high for many students. It is 

putting them in significant debt and forcing others to avoid higher studies altogether.

High paying jobs require higher education but the educational system of today was 

designed over 70 years ago.

Cost of living in Zurich for 4 years: CHF 78,520. USA : US$41,950

Furthermore there are often visa and Green card problems.

5 million bright young adults are without access to opportunities to connect to the 

economic mainstream. Meanwhile, over the next decade, American companies 

will face a shortage of over 12 million qualified workers.

The high price of degrees is also a big problem for universities, as it  reduces 

their revenue streams and student numbers.

This further reduces their capacity to gain and extend their reputation through

research and publishing.



OUR SOULUTION FOR EXAMS : HEMOSY
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Hemosy is a virtual reality helmet with cameras on the 

inside to capture the face of the user and project it in Polis. 

Connected Hemosy headsets create the virtual 

platform Polis.

Hemosy is designed to  ensure a secure and private 

conversation. Like exams 



OUR SOULUTION: POLIS
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Polis in a nutshell is a Virtual Reality Massively Multiplayer Online. Is the world that the users will see and interact with. 

You can think of it as a reproduction of the physical world. But looks more expensive. 

In practice it is a Content Delivery network, we plan to have it run on Microsoft Azure and the PCs of the users. We plan to 

have Polis built on a fork of the CryEngine v5. Or in case a contract cannot be established we will use GODOT ENGINE.

Polis is the city with infinite space where people can have a face to face collaboration from a distance, as they were in the

same place.

COMPETITION FOR CAMPUS 
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Coursera (300M) delivers the courses and ProctorU or Examity do the exams

Examity which offers proctoring software for online courses, announced a $90M round in April. ProctorU has $6.4M in estimated 

revenue annually.

They only use the webcam on the laptop and in some cases a second camera from a cell phone and hire human proctors from 

emerging markets. There are also privacy concerns and data misuse due the spyware student have to download.
